Transmission--direct contact

Hypersensitivity reaction to mite occurs

Sensitization process takes several weeks

Crusting and pruritus develop

Diagnosis

Clinical signs and lesions

Skin scraping and identification of mites

Prognosis--good except in chronic poor-doing pigs

Therapy--ivermectin or doramectin

Control




a.)
Treatment of herd at two week intervals




b.)
Spraying of premises with approved drugs




c.)
Treatment and isolation of any incoming stock

Etiology--Demodectes phylloides



2.
Clinical signs--minor; non-pruritic dermatitis

Lice


A.
Etiology--Haematopinus suis (sucking louse)

Clinical signs

1.
Pruritic dermatitis of the flanks, inguinal and axillary areas, ears, jowl, and neck

2.
Anemia and decreased weight gain

3.
Important as a vector of swine pox
